Scott Thumma, a sociologist at Hartford Seminary, does
research on churches in America. Among other things, Thumma notes
that, on average, 87% of the people who worship at mainline
Protestant congregations (like Calvary) report that they have NOT
invited someone to church in the past year.

Studies have shown repeatedly that the number one reason
people give for visiting a church for the first time is that someone
invited them. It is that simple.

We often feel as i f we are in
if we talk to them about our faith or our church. We tend to view
spiritual matters as off-limits with our friends and neighbors.
Thummads resear c htiodbetaeanvur a di r ect
Presbyterian reluctance to invite people to consider visiting our
churches and the loss of vitality in our denomination. In 2009 our
denomination lost nearly 70,000 members.

You and | can have direct and immediate impact on the
vitality and future growth of our church by inviting people to come
and visit the congregation we love. Take an updated Calvary brochure
from the Welcome Center Table and put it in the hands of someone
whom you believe might appreciate it. You never know what might
happen by that small act of reaching out to another person!
