Yes, the Presbyterian Women's Plant Sale rolls on into 2011.

Despite very cool windy weather, the 2010 Plant Sale brought in
$1,000. More than half of that will go to help the Salvation Army feed
children over the summer. Free lunches at school do not continue over

the summer for kids who are not in school. The SA's Food Pantry
helps some of those families put food on the table. Before the new
school year starts, the Calvary Presbyterian Women will fill up
backpacks with school supplies so that counselors in the Elementary

Schools can hand them out to children whose families cannot provide
the school supplies. A small portion of the money will go to fulfill the

CPW's pledge to support the Presbyterian Women of the Wabash
Valley Presbytery. Meanwhile, there is money to cover the CPW's

commitment to cover half the fees for kids from Calvary who go to one

of the Geneva Center Summer Camps.

Out at my place about two dozen pots of the daylily, Stella
D'Oro, have come into bloom at the bottom of the hill. The dense
clusters of narrow leaves are pretty distinctive, so the short stems of
gold yellow blossoms starting up at the end of May are not a big
surprise. Of course, we

lilies, ferns, mint, hardy geraniums, coneflowers, black eyed susans,
bleeding hearts, and sedums, but not hostas. Growing on like that

grows good roots on hostas too, but just about all the ones we had at the

Plant Sale got sold.

These plants will get stored over the winter in a shallow pile of

mulch and come up in April to make a good show at the 2011 Plant
Sale.

Because it is so simple to store a lot of the plants we like to see
in the Plant Sale, we are looking at doing a work day in September at a
garden out in the country. It would be a Saturday with pizza lunch and

lots of plants, very much like our April workdays, but with warmer
weather and less risk of rain. We are still negotiating the schedule.
Potting up in the fall will be good for our plants. Given October to
develop roots before the soil turns cold, almost all of them will burst
into healthy growth as Spring comes in April, and be more likely to
bloom in the 2011 season.

o Established in 2003 for the use of Calvary members who have
medical needs.

e Members requesting help from this fund fill out a form which goes
to the Session-appointed committee members, Katie Hopkins and
Carol Muehlhausen. They review the form and are authorized to
approve or deny the disbursement of funds. Disbursements are
made confidentially.

e Church members contribute to this fund using pew envelopes.

SHARP ESTATE FUND ($605.70 in this fund as of 6/2/2010)

o Established in 1996 from the estate of Imogene Sharp, a Calvary
member. This fund was used to purchase and install the
Columbarium in the John Knox Room in 2000.

e When niches are sold in the Columbarium ($300/niche), the money
goes to the Sharp Estate Fund.

e No particular committee is designated to recommend to the Session
usage of this fund.
